Regarding protection of copyright, Luxembourg has just adopted a new law on copyright and neighbouring rights in the information society.  This law supersedes the Copyright Act of 27 March 1972, as amended by the Act of 24 April 1995 on computer programmes, the Act of 8 September 1997 (duration of protection), the Act of 8 September 1997 (satellites and cable television), the Act of 8 September 1997 (rental and lending) and the Act of 23 December 1975 on the protection of performers, producers of phonograms and broadcasting organizations, as amended by the Act of 8 September 1997 (duration of protection) and the Act of 8 September 1997 (rental and lending).  This law brings Luxembourg into conformity with the requirements of Community law and international conventions in this area (in particular the World Trade Organization Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights and the various WIPO conventions, including its Copyright Treaty and Performances and Phonograms Treaty, adopted by the Diplomatic Conference on 20 December 1996, which are available through the Internet.
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
